
MINUTES OF THE POLK COUNTY AVIATION AUTHORITY (PCAA)

Chairman Jeff Wangsness called the meeting to order at 5:00 PM.  Board Members William 
Gardner, Greg Johnson and Dr. Paul Novak were in attendance. Todd Ashby joined the meeting 
electronically. Airport Board Manager Paul Moritz joined the meeting electronically. Dave 
Kalwishky (Exec 1), Jay Pudenz (McClure), City Attorney Erin Clanton, Administrative Services 
Director Jennifer Sease and Recording Secretary Diane Klemme were present. 
 
Approval of Agenda  
 
Board Member Ashby moved, second by Gardner, to approve the agenda without amendment.

Public Hearing – 2025-02 
 
A. Chairperson Wangsness announced that this is the time and place for a public hearing on 

the revised FY 2024-2025 Budget and the proposed FY 2025-2026 Budget. Notice of this 
hearing was published in the Des Moines Register on March 28, 2025. Administrative 
Services Director Jennifer Sease reviewed the proposed budgets with the Board. 
Chairman Wangsness then asked for any public comment regarding the proposed project, 
and there were none. Board Member Johnson moved to close Public Hearing 2025-02, 
Novak seconded.  Ayes: Johnson, Novak, Ashby, Gardner, Wangsness. 
 

B. Board Member Gardner moved, second by Johnson to adopt RESOLUTION 2025-16 
approving the revised FY 2024-2025 Budget and the proposed FY 2025-2026 Budget.  
Ayes: Gardner, Johnson, Ashby, Novak, Wangsness. 

 
Public Hearing – 2025-03 
 
C. Chairperson Wangsness announced that this is the time and place for a public hearing on 

the matter of the adoption of plans, specifications, form of contracts and opinion of probable 
costs for the construction of certain public improvements described as the Reconstruct 
Airport Entrance Roundabout and Terminal Parking Lot project. Notice of this hearing was 
published in the Des Moines Register on March 28, 2025. Jay Pudenz reported there were 
eight bidders. The lowest bidder was Jensen Builders, Ltd. of Des Moines, Iowa, with a total 
of $492,313.12. The engineer’s estimate of cost was $722,999.80. 
 
Chairman Wangsness then asked for any public comment regarding the proposed project, 
and there were none. Board Member Gardner moved to close Public Hearing 2025-03, 
Johnson seconded.  Ayes: Gardner, Johnson, Ashby, Novak, Wangsness. 
 

D. Board Member Johnson moved, second by Novak, to receive and file Report of Bids 
received on April 1, 2025. Ayes: Johnson, Novak, Ashby, Gardner, Wangsness. 

 
E. Board Member Johnson moved, second by Novak to adopt RESOLUTION 2025-17 

awarding the contract to Jensen Builders, Ltd. of Des Moines, Iowa, with a total of 
$492,313.12 for the construction contract for the Reconstruct Airport Entrance Roundabout 
and Terminal Parking Lot project.
