EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
The area subject to the proposed rezoning consists of one parcel approximately 32.84 acres in size. The parcel is 
located north of SE 90th Street and east of SE Four Mile Drive, within the northeast quadrant of the 
intersection.  
 
The subject property was annexed into the City of Ankeny on February 15, 2024, following approval by the 
City Development Board. Newly annexed property is automatically assigned the R-1, One-Family Residence 
District zoning designation upon incorporation into Ankeny city limits, as R-1 is the City’s most restrictive 
zoning classification. 
 
Properties to the north, east and south are located outside of Ankeny city limits and within Polk County limits. 
Property to the west across SE Four Mile Drive is zoned Crosswinds Business Park PUD, Planned Unit 
Development. 
 
The proposed rezoning generally aligns with The Ankeny Plan 2040 Future Land Use Map, which defines a 
majority of the 32-acre parcel as being Light Industrial with an area of open space. According to Figure 12.5 in 
the City’s Comprehensive Plan, the proposed M-1 zoning category is compatible with the Light Industrial land 
use.

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Director’s Report 
E.Jensen presented the tentative agenda items for the Tuesday, May 19th, 2026 Plan and Zoning Commission 
meeting.

PUBLIC HEARINGS 
Legacy Housby, LLC request to rezone 32.84 acres from R-1, One-Family Residence District to M-1, 
Light Industrial District. 
 
L.Hutzell presented the staff report. She explained that the applicant and property owner, Legacy Housby 
LLC, has proposed a rezoning of approximately 32.84 acres from R-1, One-Family Residence District to M-1, 
Light Industrial District. The area subject to the proposed rezoning consists of one parcel approximately 
32.84 acres in size. The parcel is located north of SE 90th Street and east of SE Four Mile Drive, within the 
northeast quadrant of the intersection. Hutzell said that the subject property was annexed into the City of 
Ankeny on February 15, 2024, following approval by the City Development Board. She further explained that 
newly annexed property is automatically assigned the R-1, One-Family Residence District zoning 
designation upon incorporation into Ankeny city limits, as R-1 is the City’s most restrictive zoning 
classification. Hutzell said that the proposed rezoning generally aligns with The Ankeny Plan 2040 Future 
Land Use Map, which defines a majority of the 32-acre parcel as being Light Industrial with an area of open 
space. She highlighted that the applicant was able to obtain 62% consenting signatures from adjacent 
property owners, meeting the requirement for a rezoning. She explained that City of Ankeny staff will listen to 
any comments or questions that are discussed during the public hearing and will present a complete staff 
report at the next Plan & Zoning Commission meeting on June 2, 2026. 
 
Brent Culp, Snyder and Associates, 2727 SW Snyder Blvd, spoke on behalf of Legacy Housby, LLC. He 
explained that, due to the recent development of a data center near the area proposed to be rezoned, 
utilities have been run close and will be fairly easy to hook up to. He also mentioned that this proposed 
rezoning does match what has been laid out in the City of Ankeny’s Comprehensive Plan. 
 
Richard Groves, 5569 NE 29th Street, explained that his property is surrounded on three sides by the 
proposed rezoning. He questioned whether his R-1 property, surrounded by property zoned M-1, would lose 
value.  
 
R.Weisheit explained that comments from tonight’s hearing would be collected, and that City of Ankeny staff 
will prepare responses to questions and comments. This information will be provided to the public at the 
June 2nd, 2026 meeting of the Plan and Zoning Commission. 
 
R.Groves explained that he feels he’ll be in a bad spot when he goes to sell his property. He explained he 
has lived on the property for 40 years and is considering selling in the near future. He asked what his 
address would be. 
 
L.Hutzell confirmed his property would have an Ankeny address, once readdressing has been completed.

Laura Hutzell, City of Ankeny Staff, presented the staff report, beginning with the staff’s recommendation that 
the Commission recommend City Council approval of the rezoning request by Tim Hogan of Hogan Law 
Firm, on behalf of the property owners, Legacy Housby, LLC, to rezone 32.84 acres from R-1, One-Family 
Residence District to M-1, Light Industrial District.  
 
Hutzell described the location of the land in question. The area subject to the proposed rezoning consists of 
one parcel approximately 32.84 acres in size.  The parcel is located north of SE 90th Street and east of SE 
Four Mile Drive, within the northeast quadrant of the intersection.  She explained that the staff 
recommendation for the rezoning aligns with the City of Ankeny’s Comprehensive Plan. The applicant was 
able to obtain 62% of consenting signatures from adjacent property owners, meeting the requirement for a 
rezoning. For these reasons, she stated, staff recommends that the Commission recommends City Council 
approval for this rezoning. 
 
Hutzell presented the City of Ankeny’s responses to issues raised by the public at the May 19th, 2026 Public 
Hearing. She first addressed the concern about property values. As property values can be affected by many 
different factors, staff cannot definitively say whether the rezoning would increase or decrease the value of a 
specific property. However, she noted that the surrounding area already contains some business park and 
industrial-style development west of SE Four Mile Drive, and the subject property is located along an arterial 
roadway corridor that will continue to accommodate employment and industrial uses. She further explained 
that this rezoning does not approve a specific building or development plan. Any future development would 
still need to go through the city’s site plan review process and comply with all applicable City development 
standards.   
 
Next, Hutzell outlined the readdressing process that would be coordinated for the area. She also explained 
that the area in question is already receiving City of Ankeny services, as it is within City Limits.  
 
Lastly, Hutzell stated the staff’s conclusion, based on the factors outlined above, that the proposed rezoning 
of 32.84 acres from R-1, One-Family Residence District to M-1, Light Industrial District is appropriate. She

Project Report
The area subject to the proposed rezoning consists of one parcel approximately 32.84 acres in

size. The parcel is located north of SE 90th Street and east of SE Four Mile Drive, within the
northeast quadrant of the intersection.

The subject property was annexed into the City of Ankeny on February 15, 2024, following
approval by the City Development Board. Newly annexed property is automatically assigned the
R-1, One-Family Residence District zoning designation upon incorporation into Ankeny city

limits, as R-1 is the City's most restrictive zoning classification.

Properties to the north, east and south are located outside ofAnkeny city limits and within Polk
County limits. Property to the west across SE Four Mile Drive is zoned Crosswinds Business Park

PUD, Planned Unit Development.

The proposed rezoning generally aligns with The Ankeny Plan 2040 Future Land Use Map, which
defines a majority of the 32-acre parcel as being Light Industrial with an area of open space.

According to Figure 12.5 in the City's Comprehensive Plan, the proposed M-1 zoning category is

compatible with the Light Industrial land use.

The applicant was able to obtain 62% consenting signatures from adjacent property owners,

meeting the requirement for a rezoning.

Notifications of the public hearing were sent to the surrounding property owners within 250' of
the subject rezoning on May 7, 2026; and a legal notice of the proposed rezoning and

amendments was published on May 8, 2026. The Zoning Ordinance also requires that the

applicant of a proposed rezoning post public notification signage. The applicant posted the
signage on May 6, 2026, which exceeds the required seven days of notification for the proposed
rezoning before the public hearing.
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Public Hearing
The Plan and Zoning Commission held a public hearing for the proposed rezoning on May 19,
2026. During the public hearing there was a presentation from City Staff, followed by comments
from one member of the public who had questions related to his property located immediately
west of the subject site.

Property Values:

One member of the public who lives west of the subject property asked how the proposed
rezoning could affect his property value if he chooses to sell in the future. Staff understands these

concerns, especially as long-standing rural homesteads begin seeing more urban development

occur in the surrounding area as the city continues to grow outward.

Property values can be affected by many different factors, so staff cannot definitively say whether

the rezoning would increase or decrease the value of a specific property. However, staff notes that

the surrounding area already contains some business park and industrial-style development west

of SE Four Mile Drive, and the subject property is located along an arterial roadway corridor that
will continue to accommodate employment and industrial uses.

Staff also notes that this rezoning does not approve a specific building or development plan. Any
future development would still need to go through the city's site plan review process and comply

with all applicable City development standards.

Readdressina:

The same member of the public also asked about Ankeny city semces and a new address following

the annexation of his property into the City of Ankeny in 2024. Oftentimes, the City's addressing
process is typically coordinated when development occurs or when a change is necessary to

support emergency services, utilities, mail delivery, or future infrastructure planning. Staff will

continue coordinating with the property owner and applicable departments regarding any future

addressing updates or service-related questions as development progresses in the area. That

being said, the property in question is located within Ankeny city limits and will continue to receive
City of Ankeny services, including police, fire, and 911 emergency response.

Summary:

Based on the factors outlined above, City staff has determined that the proposed rezoning of

32.84 acres from R-1, One-Family Residence District to M-1, Light Industrial District is appropriate.

Therefore, Staff recommends that the Plan and Zoning Commission recommend City Council

approval of the request by Tim Hogan with Hogan Law Firm, on behalf of the property owners,

able to obtain 62% of consenting signatures from adjacent property owners, meeting the requirement for a 
rezoning. For these reasons, she stated, staff recommends that the Commission recommends City Council 
approval for this rezoning. 
 
Hutzell presented the City of Ankeny’s responses to issues raised by the public at the May 19th, 2026 Public 
Hearing. She first addressed the concern about property values. As property values can be affected by many 
different factors, staff cannot definitively say whether the rezoning would increase or decrease the value of a 
specific property. However, she noted that the surrounding area already contains some business park and 
industrial-style development west of SE Four Mile Drive, and the subject property is located along an arterial 
roadway corridor that will continue to accommodate employment and industrial uses. She further explained 
that this rezoning does not approve a specific building or development plan. Any future development would 
still need to go through the city’s site plan review process and comply with all applicable City development 
standards.   
 
Next, Hutzell outlined the readdressing process that would be coordinated for the area. She also explained 
that the area in question is already receiving City of Ankeny services, as it is within City Limits.  
 
Lastly, Hutzell stated the staff’s conclusion, based on the factors outlined above, that the proposed rezoning 
of 32.84 acres from R-1, One-Family Residence District to M-1, Light Industrial District is appropriate. She 
reiterated the City of Ankeny staff’s recommendation that the Plan & Zoning Commission recommends City 
Council approval of the request by Tim Hogan with Hogan Law Firm, on behalf of the property owners, 
Legacy Housby, LLC to rezone 32.84 acres from R-1, One Family Residence District to M-1, Light Industrial 
District.

Approval of Minutes: The January meeting minutes were reviewed and approved with a motion 
from Amber Craig Robinson and a second from Amber Smith. 
 
Special Presentation Otter Creek Golf Course Operations: Ingham and Theilman presented on 
Otter Creek Golf Course. The course continues to operate as a premier facility, featuring a 
comprehensive practice area with double-ended range tees, multiple putting and pitching greens, 
and new 2026 target enhancements. The course is maintained across 95 acres by a staff of nine 
and includes extensive irrigation infrastructure, ponds, and bunkers. Programming remains 
strong, with approximately 340 participants in junior golf across eight summer camps and 
continued growth in recent years. The course supports a wide range of users, including local 
leagues, Ankeny High School teams, and Grand View University, and regularly hosts major 
tournaments such as IGHSAU state championships, Iowa PGA, and USGA events. 
 
Clubhouse and event operations remain highly active, with significant recent upgrades to interior 
finishes, furnishings, accessibility, and audiovisual systems. The Tin Cup offers full food and 
beverage service to both golfers and the public, with strong league usage and convenient 
ordering options. The Pinnacle Club accommodates up to 250 guests and hosts approximately 
100 events annually, including corporate and private functions, with flexible room configurations 
and full catering services. Wedding services continue to be a steady component of operations, 
averaging 10 events per year, supported by indoor and outdoor spaces, including the patio added 
in 2020.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

Chapter 153.02 of the Ankeny Municipal Code states, “Any proposal to vacate a street, alley, portion thereof or 
any public grounds shall be referred by the Council to the Plan and Zoning Commission for its study and 
recommendation prior to further consideration by the Council. The Commission shall submit a written report 
including recommendations to the Council within thirty (30) days after the date the proposed vacation is 
referred to the Commission.” 

Street right-of-way vacation on a portion of SW Ordnance Road and an alley between 610 SW Ordnance Road 
and SW Cherry Street, legally described as follows: 
 
THE NORTH 20 FEET OF THE SW ORDNANCE ROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY LYING IMMEDIATELY 
SOUTH OF AND ADJACENT TO LOT A AND LOT 6, BLOCK 5, THOMAS 2ND ADDITION; AND  
LOT A LYING WEST OF AND ADJACENT TO LOTS 4,5, AND 6, BLOCK 5, THOMAS 2ND ADDITION, 
EXCEPT THE WEST ½, EAST OF AND ADJACENT TO LOT 9, ANKENY VILLAGE PLAT 2;  
ALL INCLUDED IN AND FORMING A PART OF THE CITY OF ANKENY, POLK COUNTY, IOWA, 
CONTAINING 0.14 ACRES (6,131 S.F.). 
 
The subject right-of-way was originally deeded to the City with the approval of Thomas 2nd Addition in 1908. 
The final plat names this street section Seventh Street. From aerial photos taken in the 1930’s, it appears that 
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Seventh Street did exist. Then, in the 1950’s, and after World War II, the aerial photos show SW Ordnance 
Road in its current alignment. 
 
City staff, including the Public Works Department, have determined the north 20-feet of SW Ordnance Road 
and the alley are no longer needed as a public right-of-way. The proposal has been reviewed by applicable 
franchise utilities and only Century Link needs to hold on to a 25-foot by 10-foot easement in the southwest 
corner of the vacation area. We would process the vacation ordinance, then accept the Century Link easement 
prior to the resolution authorizing the sale of property.  
 
The excess right-of-way to the east and west of this section has already been vacated. In fact, it is believed that 
this portion of right-of-way was intended to be vacated in 1962 with the passing of Ordinance 147. However, 
there are no records of deeds conveying to adjacent owners.  
 
A letter was sent to the four adjacent property owners on April 27, 2026, describing the intention to vacate the 
property. The ownership and responsibility for this portion of land will be transferred to the adjacent property 
owners. The adjacent property owners will be responsible for continued maintenance. The vacation will convert 
non-taxable right-of-way into taxable property.  
 
The proposal aims to optimize the land use and is consistent with the right-of-way vacations that have occurred 
to the east and west of this section. The vacated property may better serve the needs of adjacent property 
owners. City staff have reviewed the vacation request and have determined that the vacation request is 
appropriate.

Project Summary:

Haverkamp Group, Inc. has proposed The Sloane Ankeny, a 28.09-acre final plat and site plan located in the

southwest corner of the NE Delaware Avenue and NE 70th Street intersection. The subject property is zoned

R-3; Multiple-Family Residence District, with properties to the north zoned C-2; General Retail Highway
Oriented, And Business Commercial District, properties to the west are zoned R-3; Multiple Family Residence
District Restricted to Single Family, properties to the south are zoned R"1; One-Family Residence District
and King's Pointe PUD, while properties to the east are zoned R-1; One-Family Residence District and C-2;
General Retail Highway Oriented, And Business Commercial District.

The SloaneAnkeny final plat includes 12 developable lots, an outlot for drainage and open space, easements
and associated utility improvements. The site plan facilitates the construction of those lots showing the full
build out of the site to include; four apartment buildings with a clubhouse and amenities, four stacked flat
buildings and nine 4-plex townhouses, sidewalk and access connections, garages and parking areas,

landscaping, utility service connections and associated site improvements.

Project Report:

The general layout of the site shows the main apartment buildings, with the clubhouse and amenities within
the center, located near the southwest corner of the NE 70th Street and NE Delaware Avenue intersection,

and the townhomes and stacked flats located along the western side of the property. A total of 387 units is
proposed amongst the varied housing types within the development for an overall density of 13.78 units
per acre. All proposed buildings meet all setbacks.

Access to the site is provided by two accesses to the north along NE 70th Street and single access to the
south to NE 62nd Street. Both NE 70th St and NE 62nd St provide access to NE Delaware Avenue. Parking for
the site requires the following; multifamily units located where each unit has an entrance and living space
on the ground floor requires 1.5 parking stalls per bedroom and 2 parking stalls for each unit with 2+
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bedrooms, afl other muitifamily units require one parking stall per bedroom in each unit and one additional
parking stall for every four units. A total of 731 parking spaces is required for a development of this kind.
The site meets that requirement by providing a totat of 810 spaces, not including driveways, with 17 ADA
spaces.

An eight-inch water main will be extended south from the 10-inch main along NE 70th street and an 8-inch
main wil! be extended north from the 10-inch main along NE 62nd Street. Eight-inch sanitary service will be
provided throughout the proposed development and will connect to the existing 15-tnch sanitary main that
runs along the unnamed creek along the property's western property line. The developer is also providing
4-inch sanitary hook-ups for the existing singfe-famify homes that are along NE Delaware Ave. Storm sewer

pipes wilf run throughout the entirety of the development leading to a stormwater management area in the
northwest corner of the piat.

MAINTENANCE COVENANT AND PERMANENT EASEMENT AGREEMENT

(TO BE PRIVATELY OWNED AND MAINTAINED BY LANDOWNERS)

THIS STORM WATER MANAGEMENT FACILITY MAINTENANCE COVENANT AND
PERMANENT EASEMENT AGREEMENT (<<Agreement") is entered into between ^STARKENBURG
PROPERTY MANAGEMENT, LLC( "Grantor") and the City of Ankeny, Iowa ( "City"), in consideration for
the approval by the City of the Project described as ALBAUGH FOUR MILE INDUSTRIAL PARK - LOT 2
COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT ("Project").

Grantor is obligated by the Municipal Code of the City ofAnkeny ("Municipal Code") to privately control
storm water runoff for its proposed development as a part of the project approval process. In consideration for the
City's approval of the Project, the parties enter into this Agreement to control and address storm water runofffor the
following described property:

LOT 2 ALBAUGH FOUR MILE INDUSTRIAL PARK

PART I ~ COVENANTS ON THE BENEFITED PROPERTY

The following provisions are covenants miming with the land and binding on all successors and assigns of
the Benefited Property which shall only be amended or released with the written permission of the City.

1. Grantor covenants that it is the owner in fee simple of the Benefited Property with full power to bind itself and
all successor and assigns to the terms of this Agreement.

2. Grantor agrees that the storm water runofT for the Benefited Property sliall be controlled through tlie private
installation, construction, repair and maintenance of a Stomi Water Management Facility ("Facility") upon,
over, under, through and across fine following described property:

A PART OF LOT 2, ALBAUGH FOUR MILE INDUSTRIAL PARK, AN OFFICIAL PLAT IN THE CITY OF
ANKENY, POLK COUNTY, IOWA AND MORE PARTICULARLY DESCRIBED AS FOLLOWS:

BEGFNNING AT THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF SAID LOT 2; THENCE NORTH 00°37>15" EAST ALONG
THE WEST LINE OF SAID LOT 2, A DISTANCE OF 49.17 FEET; THENCE NORTHERLY ALONG SAID
WEST LINE AND A CURVE CONCAVE EASTERLY WHOSE RADIUS IS 755.00 FEET, WHOSE ARC
LENGTH IS 279.98 FEET AND WHOSE CHORD BEARS NORTH H025'19" EAST. 278.38 FEET TO THE
NORTHWEST CORNER OF SAID LOT 2; THENCE SOUTH 65°19'09" EAST ALONG THE NORTH LINE
OF SAID LOT 2, A DISTANCE OF 28.36 FEET; THENCE SOUTH 00°07'35" WEST, 227.91 FEET;
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THENCE SOUTH 14°52(25" EAST, 52.75 FEET; THENCE SOUTH 89°52'25" EAST, 101.39 FEET;
THENCE SOUTH 00°08'20" WEST, 31.59 FEET TO THE SOUTH LINE OF SAID LOT 2; THENCE
NORTH 89050'531> WEST ALONG SAID SOUTH LINE, 195.78 FEET TO THE POINT OF BEGINNING
AND CONTAINING 0.57 ACRES (24,677 SQUARE FEET).

3, Grantor covenants and agrees that the design, construction, repair and maintenance of the Facility shall meet the
storm water runoff control requirements of the Municipal Code.

4. The Benefited Property benefits from the Facility by controlling runoff from the Benefited Property to enhance
the enjoyment of the Benefited Property and meet the requirements of the Municipal Code. In recognition of
such benefits and to meet the maintenance, repair and replacement obligations of the Municipal Code, each of
the Benefited Property Owners ("Owners") shall be responsible for their proportionate share (determined by the
number of lots making up the Benefited Property) of any costs required for meet these obligations. On behalf of
the Owners, the Grantor consents and agrees to the covenants and obligations offliis Agreement.

5. Grantor is solely responsible for constructing, installing, maintainmg and ensuring that the Facility meets the
standards and specifications established in the Municipal Code. If there is a discrepancy between the
requirements of the Municipal Code and tliis Agreement, this Agreement shall control. Grantor's obligations
under this Agreement may not and shall not be transferred to the Owners until the City confirms in writing that
construction of the Facility has been completed pursuant to the requirements of the Municipal Code and this
Agreement.

6. Grantor designates, appoints and agrees on behalf of Grantor and all successors and assigns that the Owners are
designated as the responsible party for replacement, reconstruction, repair, inspection, grading and maintenance
of the Storm Water Management Facility.

7. Grantor designates the party listed below and its or their successors and assigns) the "Designee" to accept
notices and service of process for all Owners as it relates to the inspection, replacement, reconstruction, repair,

grading and maintenance of the Facility or notice of assessment for replacement, reconstruction, repair, grading
and maintenance of the Facility. The Owners accept this Designee by virtue of their ownership. Should
Grantor assign this designation or change the notice address of the Designee, such change of address shall not
be effective written notice is provided to the City.

8. All notices required under this Agreement shall be to the following parties at the following addresses and
deemed received three days from mailing by ordinary mail with a copy to the listed e-mail address as follows:

9. Upon confirmation by the City of the proper installation of the Facility as set forth in Paragraph 5, the Owners
shall thereafter be responsible for performing all maintenance, repair and replacement obligations of the
Facility, including the obligations set forth in Part II. Should any action be taken in conflict with this
Agreement or should the Facility be damaged in any manner, the Owners shall have the responsibility to
remove and correct such conflict or damage to assure the Facility operates as required by the Municipal Code
and this Agreement.
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10. As detailed in an Stormwater Management Faciiity Inspection Report Form provided by the City, the Owners
shall cause the Facility to be inspected on an annual basis, including but not limited to all pipes, inlets and
outlets for defects, obstructions or changes in the Facility from its original design. The inspection shall be
conducted by a professional engineer licensed hi the state of Iowa and completed by submission of the
Inspection Report to the City's Stonnwater Division of Public Works by July 1 of each calendar year other than
the year in which the City confirms satisfactory completion of the Facility pursuant to Paragraph 5. The
Inspection Report shall include date stamped photographs of the Facility and sufficiently detailed drawings (if
required for clarity) explaining any deficiencies or defects. Any identified deficiencies or defects noted by the
inspection shall be corrected by the Owners within 30 days of completion of the Inspection Report. In the event
the identified maintenance or repair cannot be completed within 30 days of completion of the Inspection Report,
the engineer preparing tlxe report must contact the City to explain why the maintenance or repair caimot be
completed within 30 days and provide a plan for completing maintenance or repair satisfactory to the City. The
Inspection photographs and Inspection Report shall be kept and maintained for a period of 5 years from the date
of submission of the Inspection Report.

11. Prior to the City's confirmation of completion as set forth in Paragraph 5 the Grantor shall be responsible for
providmg an as-built volume verification of the Facility. Additionally, the City shall have the right to request an
as-built volume verification from the Owners of the Facility if the annual inspection indicates a deficiency from
the original design of the Facility. The as-built volume deficiency shall be corrected by the Grantor or Owners
as the case may be within 30 days of receiving written notice from tlie City to the Designee. In the event the
deficiency cannot be completed within 30 days of this notice, the responsible party must contact the City within
30 days of notice to explain why the repair cannot be completed within 30 days and provide a plan for
completing such maintenance or repair.

12. Grantor hereby agrees and consents on behalf of itself and all successors and assigns of the Owners to the
assessment of the costs of maintaining, reconstructing, repairing, grading or dredging the Easement Area and
Facility on all Benefited Property established by the Grantor pursuant to the formula set forth in paragraph 13
below. Grantor, on behalf of itself and all successors and assigns of the Owners, shall execute an Agreement
and Waiver in favor of the City to allow the City to recover any costs expended for action taken as set forth in
paragraph 13, below, to address the maintenance, reconstruction, repair, grading or dredging of the Facility or
Easement Area.

13. Should the Owners fail to maintain, reconstruct, repair, inspect, grade or dredge the Facility or the Easement
Area upon notice from the City, the City may cause such action to be completed and assessed to each of the
Owners pursuant to the fomiula set forth below:

1/[Number of lots in Benefited Property] assessed to each of the Owners

The assessments on each of the Owners shall be immediately due and payable to the City pursuant to the terms
of the Agreement and Waiver (see ExMbjt A, attached hereto and made a part hereof).

PART II - EASEMENT FOR STORM WATER MANAGEMENT FACILITY
AND DRAINAGE

The following provisions in Part II herein are for a permanent easement over the Easement Area running
with the land to the City and the Owners.

14. Grantor hereby grants the Owners and the City a Permanent Easement for the Facility and Drainage under, over,
through and across the Easement Area described above for the purpose of constructing, reconstructing,
repairing, grading and maintaining the Facility and the surface of the Easement Area in a manner that will
pennit the free and unobstructed flow of surface water over the Easement Area described above.

15. It is the obligation of the Grantor and all Owners to maintain the Easement Area and the Facility as set forth in
this Agreement. The Grantor and all Owners shall maintain the Easement Area in a manner that does not
conflict with the maintenance requirements of the Owners or the Owners' right to perform those maintenance
obligations. The maintenance obligations for the Facility are as follows:
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Storm water detention and retenUon ponds or basins:

a. Mow as needed to maintain the vegetation at the height to meet City Code requirements to prevent erosion.
b. Remove all trash, litter, debris, obstructions, volunteer trees and shrubbery in the basin in the Easement

Area and any inlets or outlets located within the Easement Area.
c. Plant, maintain and repiant as necessary permitted and/or required vegetation.
d. Inspect for any defects, obstructions, or any changes in the original design.
e. Inspect and determine the depth of the pond or basin on an as-needed basis, at a minimum once every 15

years for basins that treat water quality.
f. Remove any accumulated sediment from the outlet structures that impedes the free flow of stonmvater.

Remove any sediment in underground detention basins once accumulated amount is 6 inches in depth or
greater, or as recommended by manufacturer/supplier of underground facility or as required in approved
site plans or plat documents. Remove sediment m wet detention basins that were designed to treat water
quality once the accumulated amount has reduced the minhnum depth of the basin to less than the
minimum depth required in the approved stormwater management plan, site plans, or plat documents. For
wet detention basins that are not required to treat water quality, it is recommended to remove sediment
once the depth of the basin cannot support healthy aquatic life per IDNR guidance.

g. Till the soil or regrade to original design at the bottom of the riparian buffer if it does not drain out within
the time established in the design plan and replant vegetation as designated on the original design.

h. All repairs shall conform to the original design.
i. Maintaining the storm water and retention pond or basin to assure the effectiveness for storm water runoff

for the subdivision/site.

Grass and Bioretention Swales:

a. Mow as needed to maintain the vegetation at the height to meet City Code requirements to prevent erosion.
b. Remove all trash, litter, debris, obstructions, volunteer trees and shrubbery in the grass or bioretention

swale and Easement Area.

c. No chemicals or substances shall be applied to tlie Easement Area that shall harm or impair the
effectiveness of the swale as a storm water runoff control measure.

d. Replant vegetation as soon as practical when any vegetation dies.
e. Inspect and determine the depth of the swale on an annual basis. Survey data shall be provided if the City

determines it necessary.

f. Remove any sediment accumulated greater than 6 inches which may accumulate in the swale.
g. Till the soil or grade to original design at the bottom of the swale if the grass swale does not drain out

within the time established in the design plan and replant vegetation as designated on the original design.
h. All repairs shall conform to the original design.
i. Maintain the grass and/or bioretention svvale to assure the effectiveness for storm water runoff for the

subdivision/site.

RiparianA^egetated BufTer:

a. Mow as needed to maintain the vegetation at the height to meet City Code requirements to prevent erosion.
b. Replant the vegetation m the Easement Area as soon as practical when any vegetation dies.
c. Remove all trash, litter, debris, obstructions, volunteer trees and shrubbery in the Easement Area.

d. Inspect for erosion in the riparian buffer on an annual basis.
e. Inspect and determine the depth of the riparian buffer on an annual basis. Survey data shall be provided if

the City determines it necessary,
f. Remove any sediment accumulated greater than 25% of the original design depth.
g. Tilt the soil or grade to the original design at the bottom of the riparian buffer if it does not drain out within

the time established in the design plan and replant vegetation as designated on the original design.
h. All repairs shall conform to the original design.
i. Maintain the riparian buffer to assure the effectiveness for storm water runoff for the subdivision/site.

16. No chemicals or any substance shall be applied to the Facility that shall harm or impair its effectiveness as a
storm water runoff control measure.

17. No structure shall be erected over or within the Easement Area without obtaining the prior written approval of
the City Engineer.
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18. No structure, material, device, thing or matter which could possibly obstruct or impede the normal flow of
surface water over the Easement Area shall be erected or caused to be placed within the Easement Area.

19. No planting of trees and shrubs is allowed within the Easement Area (other than planting allowed and required
by the City).

20. No change shall be made to the grade, elevation or contour of any part of the Easement Area without obtaining
the prior written consent of the City Engineer.

21. The Owners, the City and their agents, contractors, employees and assigns shall have the right of access to the
Easement Area and have all rights of ingress and egress reasonably necessary for the use and enjoyment of the
Easement Area, including, but not limited to, the right to remove any unauthorized plantings or structures
placed or erected on the Easement Area and the right to do maintenance, repair, reconstruction, inspection,
grading and dredging with all costs charged to the Owners.

WAIVE the following:

A. All legal formalities of whatsoever kind or character required by the laws of Iowa to be observed by cities
in the completion of said actions where the expense of such Improvements is to be assessed against private
property; and

B. Each and every question of jurisdiction, the intention of the Property Owners being to authorize and direct
said City to complete such actions without requiring any of the formalities or legal proceedings required of
cities by the statutes of Iowa; and

C. Any limitation of the amount of said assessment as a percentage of valuation as provided in the Code of
Iowa; and

D. Any right to defer or postpone the payment for any such action.

4. It is further agreed that:

A. When said actions have been constructed or completed in accordance with the plans and specifications, the
City may make assessments against the properties of the undersigned Property Owners, or their successors
or assigns, for their pro-rata share of the entire cost of the construction and/or completion of said actions.

B. Said assessments shall be due immediately and will be paid to the City ofAnkeny and shall constitute a lien
upon the properties hereinafter described. Further, each of the undersigned Property Owners hereby agree
to accept responsibility for the assessment which is thus assessed against the Owner's property.

C. Said assessments shall have the same legal force and effect as if all the legal formalities provided by law in
such cases had been fully and faithfully performed and observed.

5. The amount and proportion of the cost of the actions completed by the City to be paid shall be ascertained and
determined by the City's engineering staff and reported to the City Council, which shall make such changes or
alterations as they may require. When said costs are determined and approved by the City Council, they shall
constitute the assessments against the properties.

6. The Property Owners retain the riglit to request of tlie City a review of the mathematical calculations made to
ensure their accuracy.

7. Property Owners hereby authorize the City Council to pass any Resolution requisite or necessary to order and
secure said actions, to provide for the construction of the same and to make the assessments herein provided for,
without further notice to said Property Owners or any of them. Any such Resolution may contain recitals that
said actions are ordered or made by the Council without petition of Property Owners, without in any way
qualifying this Agreement or releasing the Property Owners from their obligation to pay tlie assessments levied
against their property for the cost of said action.

8. Each Property Owner warrants that the real estate described below is free and clear of all liens and
encumbrances other than for ordinary taxes, except for such liens as are held by lienholders hereinafter listed
and designated as signers of this Agreement and Waiver. Each lienholder designated below, by execution of
this Agreement and Waiver, consent to the subordination of its lien to the lien of the assessment levied pursuant
hereto.

9. Each Property Owner further agrees that the terms of this Agreement and Waiver shall become a covenant
which runs with the land of the below-referenced property, and shall be binding upon all successors and assigns.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT FACILITY
MAINTENANCE COVENANT AND PERMANENT EASEMENT AGREEMENT

(TO BE PRIVATELY OWNED AND MAINTAINED BY LANDOWNERS)

THIS STORM WATER MANAGEMENT FACILITY MAINTENANCE COVENANT AND
PERMANENT EASEMENT AGREEMENT ("Agreement") is entered into between JSt. Luke The Evangelist
Catholic Church_ ( "Grantor") and the City of Ankeny, Iowa ( "City"), in consideration for the approval by the
City of the Project described as _St Luke The Evangelist Building Addition_ ("Project").

Grantor is obligated by the Municipal Code of the City ofAnkeny ("Municipal Code") to privately control
storm water runoff for its proposed deveiopment as a part of the project approval process. In consideration for the
City's approval of the Project, the parties enter into this Agreement to control and address storm water runofffor the
following described property:

LOT 1 ST LUKES PLAT 1
AND

OUTLOT B ST LUKES PLAT 1

("Benefited Property").

PART I - COVENANTS ON THE BENEFITED PROPERTY

The following provisions are covenants running with the land and binding on all successors and assigns of
the Benefited Property which shall only be amended or released with the written permission of the City.

1. Grantor covenants that it is the owner in fee simple of the Benefited Property with full power to bind itself and
all successor and assigns to the terms of this Agreement.

2. Grantor agrees that the storm water runofffor the Benefited Property shall be controlled through the private
installation, construction, repair and maintenance of a Storm Water Management Facility ("Facility") upon,
over, under, through and across the following described property:

SEE EXHIBIT B AND EXHIBIT C

("Easement Area"),
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3. Grantor covenants and agrees that the design, construction, repair and maintenance of the Facility shall meet the
storm water runoff control reqHirements of the Municipal Code.

4. The Benefited Property benefits from the Facility by controlling runofffrom the Benefited Property to enhance
the enjoyment of the Benefited Property and meet the requirements of the Municipai Code. In recognition of
such benefits and to meet the maintenance, repair and replacement obligations of the Municipal Code, each of
the Benefited Property Owners ("Owners") shall be responsible for their proportionate share (determined by the
number of lots making up the Benefited Property) of any costs required for meet these obligations. On behalf of
the Owners, the Grantor consents and agrees to the covenants and obligations of this Agreement.

5. Grantor is solely responsible for constructing, installing, maintaining and ensuring that the Facility meets the
standards and specifications established in the Municipal Code. If there is a discrepancy between the
requirements of the Municipal Code and this Agreement, this Agreement shall control. Grantor's obligations
under this Agreement may not and shall not be transferred to the Owners unti! the City confinns in writing that
construction of the Facility has been completed pursuant to the requirements of the Municipal Code and this
Agreement.

6. Grantor designates, appoints and agrees on behalf of Grantor and all successors and assigns that the Owners are
designated as the responsible party for replacement, reconstruction, repair, inspection, grading and maintenance
of the Storm Water Management Facility.

7. Grantor designates the party listed below and its or their successors and assigns) the "Designee" to accept
notices and service of process for all Owners as it relates to the inspection, replacement, reconstruction, repair,
grading and maintenance of the Facility or notice of assessment for repiacement, reconstruction, repair, grading
and maintenance of the Facility. The Owners accept this Designee by virtue of their ownership. Should
Grantor assign this designation or change the notice address of the Designee, such change of address shall not
be effective written notice is provided to the City.

8. All notices required under this Agreement shall be to the following parties at the following addresses and
deemed received three days from mailing by ordinary mail with a copy to the listed e-mail address as follows:

9. Upon confirmation by the City of the proper installation of the Facility as set forth in Paragraph 5, the Owners
shall thereafter be responsible for performing all maintenance, repair and replacement obligations of the
Facility, including the obligations set forth in Part II. Should any action be taken in conflict with this
Agreement or should the Facility be damaged in any manner, the Owners shall have the responsibility to
remove and correct such conflict or damage to assure the Facility operates as required by the Municipal Code
and this Agreement.

iO. As detailed in an Stormwater Management Facility Inspection Report Form provided by the City, the Owners
shall cause the Facility to be inspected on an annual basis, including but not limited to all pipes, inlets and
outlets for defects, obstructions or changes in the Facility from its original design. The inspection shall be
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conducted by a professional engineer licensed in the state of Iowa and completed by submission of the
Inspection Report to the City's Stormwater Division of Public Works by July 1 ofeacii calendar year other than
the year in which the City confirms satisfactory completion of the Facility pursuant to Paragraph 5, The
Inspection Report shall include date stamped photographs of the Facility and sufficiently detailed drawings (if
required for clarity) explaining any deficiencies or defects. Any identified deficiencies or defects noted by the
inspection shall be corrected by the Owners within 30 days of completion of the Inspection Report. In the event
the identified maintenance or repair cannot be completed within 30 days of completion of the Inspection Report,
the engineer preparing the report must contact the City to explain why the maintenance or repair cannot be
completed within 30 days and provide a plan for completing maintenance or repair satisfactory to the City, The
Inspection photographs and Inspection Report shall be kept and maintained for a period of 5 years from the date
of submission of the Inspection Report.

11. Prior to the City's confirmation of completion as set forth in Paragraph 5 the Grantor shall be responsible for
providing an as-built volume verification of the Facility. Additionally, the City shaii have the right to request an
as-built volume verification from the Owners of the Facility if the annual inspection indicates a deficiency from
the original design of the Facility. The as-built volume deficiency shall be corrected by the Grantor or Owners
as the case may be within 30 days of receiving written notice from the City to the Designee. In the event the
deficiency cannot be completed within 30 days of this notice, the responsible party must contact the City within
30 days of notice to explain why the repair cannot be completed within 30 days and provide a plan for
completing such maintenance or repair.

12. Grantor hereby agrees and consents on behalf of itself and all successors and assigns of the Owners to the
assessment of the costs of maintaining, reconstructing, repairing, grading or dredging the Easement Area and
Facility on all Benefited Property established by the Grantor pursuant to the formula set forth in paragraph 13
below. Grantor, on behalf of itself and all successors and assigns of the Owners, shall execute an Agreement
and Waiver in favor of the City to allow the City to recover any costs expended for action taken as set forth in
paragraph 13, below, to address the maintenance, reconstruction, repair, grading or dredging of the Facility or
Easement Area.

13. Should the Owners fail to maintain, reconstruct, repair, inspect, grade or dredge the Facility or the Easement
Area upon notice from the City, the City may cause such action to be completed and assessed to each of the
Owners pursuant to the formula set forth beiow:

1/1 assessed to each of the Owners

The assessments on each of the Owners shal! be immediately due and payable to the City pursuant to the terms
of the Agreement and Waiver (see Exhibit A, attached hereto and made a part hereof).

PART II - EASEMENT FOR STORM WATER MANAGEMENT FACILITY
AND DRAINAGE

The following provisions in Part II herein are for a permanent easement over the Easement Area running
with the land to the City and the Owners.

14. Grantor hereby grants the Owners and the City a Permanent E<fisemeiU for the Facility and Drainage under, over,
through and across the Easement Area described above for the purpose of constructing, reconstructing,
repairing, grading and maintaining the Facility and the surface of the Easement Area in a manner that will
permit the free and unobstructed flow of surface water over the Easement Area described above.

15. It is the obligation of the Grantor and all Owners to maintain the Easement Area and the Facility as set forth in
this Agreement. The Grantor and all Owners shall maintain the Easement Area in a manner that does not
conflict with the maintenance requirements of the Owners or the Owners' right to perform those maintenance
obligations. The maintenance obligations for the Facility are as follows:

Storm water detention and retention ponds or basms:

a, Mow as needed to maintain the vegetation at the height to meet City Code requirements to prevent erosion,
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b. Remove a!l trash, litter, debris, obstructions, volunteer trees and shrubbery in the basin in the Easement
Area and any inlets or outlets located within the Easement Area.

c. Plant, maintain and replant as necessary permitted and/or required vegetation.
d. Inspect for any defects, obstructions, or any changes in the original design.
e. Inspect and determine the depth of the pond or basin on an as-needed basis, at a minimum once every 15

years for basins that treat water quality.
f. Remove any accumulated sediment from the outlet structures that impedes the free flow of stonnwater.

Remove any sediment in underground detention basins once accumulated amount is 6 inches in depth or
greater, or as recommended by manufacturer/supplier of underground facility or as required in approved
site plans or plat documents. Remove sediment in wet detention basins that were designed to treat water
quality once the accumulated amount has reduced the minimum depth of tlie basin to less than the
minimum depth required in the approved stonnwater management plan, site plans, or plat documents. For
wet detention basins that are not required to treat water quality, it is recommended to remove sediment
once the depth of the basin cannot support healthy aquatic life per IDNR guidance.

g. Til! the soil or regrade to original design at the bottom of the riparian buffer if it does not drain out within
the time established in the design plan and replant vegetation as designated on the original design.

h. AH repairs shall conform to the original design.
i. Maintaining the storm water and retention pond or basin to assure the effectiveness for storm water runoff

for the subdivision/site.

Grass and Bioretention Swales:

a. Mow as needed to maintain the vegetation at the height to meet City Code requirements to prevent erosion.
b. Remove all trash, litter, debris, obstructions, volunteer trees and shrubbery in the grass or bioretention

swale and Easement Area.

c. No chemicals or substances shall be applied to the Easement Area that shall harm or impair the
effectiveness of the swale as a storm water runoff control measure.

d. Replant vegetation as soon as practical when any vegetation dies.
e. Inspect and determine the depth of the swale on an annual basis. Survey data shall be provided if the City

determines it necessary.

f. Remove any sediment accumulated greater than 6 inches which may accumulate in the swale.
g. Till the soil or grade to original design at the bottom of the swaie if the grass swale does not drain out

within the time established in the design plan and replant vegetation as designated on the original design.
h. All repairs shall conform to the original design.
i. Maintain the grass and/or bioretention swale to assure the effectiveness for storm water runoff for the

subdivision/site.

Riparian/Vesetated Buffer:

a. Mow as needed to maintain the vegetation at the height to meet City Code requirements to prevent erosion.
b. Replant the vegetation in the Easement Area as soon as practical when any vegetation dies.
c. Remove all trash, litter, debris, obstructions, volunteer trees and shrubbery in the Easement Area.
d. Inspect for erosion in the riparian buffer on an annual basis.
e. Inspect and determine the depth of the riparian buffer on an annual basis. Survey data shall be provided if

the City determines it necessary.
f. Remove any sediment accumulated greater than 25% of the original design depth.
g. Till the soil or grade to the original design at the bottom of the riparian buffer if it does not drain out within

the time established in the design plan and replant vegetation as designated on the original design.
h. All repairs shall conform to the original design.
i. Maintain the riparian buffer to assure the effectiveness for storm water runofffor the subdivision/site.

16. No chemicals or any substance shall be applied to the Facility that shall harm or impair its effectiveness as a
storm water runoff control measure.

17. No structure shall be erected over or within the Easement Area without obtaining the prior written approval of
the City Engineer.

18. No structure, material, device, thing or matter which could possibly obstruct or impede the normal flow of
surface water over the Easement Area shall be erected or caused to be placed within the Easement Area.
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19. No planting of trees and shrubs is allowed within the Easement Area (other than planting allowed and required
by the City).

20. No change shall be made to the grade, elevation or contour of any part of the Easement Area without obtaining
the prior written consent of the City Engineer.

21. The Owners, the City and their agents, contractors, employees and assigns shall have the right of access to the
Easement Area and have a!I rights ofingress and egress reasonably necessary for the use and enjoyment of the
Easement Area, including, but not limited to, the right to remove any unauthorized plantings or structures
placed or erected on the Easement Area and the fight to do maintenance, repair, reconstruction, inspection,
grading and dredging with all costs charged to the Owners. The City shall also have the right of access across
the Easement Area in order to meet its obligations to repair, maintain and replace if needed any Public Storm
Sewer located in or around the Easement Area.

22. Grantor covenants on behalf of the Owners that the Easement Area or any other area appurtenant to or
necessary for the operation of the Facility shall not be sold, transferred, donated or in any other manner
conveyed in order to relieve the Grantor, or the Owners from complying with the requirements of this
Agreement.

23. This Agreement and the Agreement and Waiver shal! be deemed to run with the land and shall be binding on
Grantor and on Grantor's successors and assigns.

24. Should there be a conflict between this Agreement any other written covenants affecting the property within the
Project, this Agreement shall control.

25. Grantor covenants to warrant and defend the said premises against the lawful claims of ail persons whomsoever.

26. Each of the undersigned hereby relinquishes ail rights ofdower, homestead and distributive share, if any, in and
to the interests conveyed by this Agreement,

27. Words and phrases herein including acknowledgment hereof shall be construed as in the singular or plural
number, and as masculine or feminine gender, according to the context.

AGREEMENT AND WAIVER
POST CONSTRUCTION STORM WATER MANAGEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into by and between the City ofAnkeny, Iowa, hereinafter referenced the
CITY, and St. Luke The Evangelist Catholic Church, hereinafter referenced the PROPERTY OWNERS.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City desires to encourage orderly community development and provide for the regulation and
control of the extension of public improvements, public services, and utilities; and

WHEREAS, the Property Owner, as the developer and/or owner of a construction or reconstruction project in the
City ofAnkeny, is subject to the program implemented by the City to address storm water runofffrom the project;
and

WHEREAS, in order to comply with the program implemented by the City, the Property Owner has executed a
Agreement (hereinafter "Agreement") with the City to address the rights and obligations of the parties regarding
control ofpost-construction storm water runofffrom the project; and

WHEREAS, a provision of the Agreement requires the Property Owner to execute this Agreement and Waiver in
favor of the City to allow the City to recover any costs expended for action taken by the City, its consultants,
contractors and assigns to address the maintenance, reconstmction, repair, inspection, grading or dredging of the
Storm Water Management Facility or Easement Area if the Property Owner or the Property Owner's successors and
assigns fail to do so; and

WHEREAS, this Agreement and Waiver is made in conjunction with the Agreement located on:

LOT 1 ST LUKES PLAT 1
AND

OUTLOT B ST LUKES PLAT 1

and applies to the property described as:

SEE EXHIBIT B AND EXHIBIT C

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT AGREED AMONG THE PARTIES AS FOLLOWS:

1. In the event the Property Owner or its successors and assigns fail to comply with the requirements of the
Agreement regarding any action necessary for the maintenance, reconstruction, repair, inspection, grading or
dredging of the Storm Water Management Facility or Easement Area, the City shal! have the right to cause the
above-described actions completed in accordance with such plans and specifications as it shall deem
appropriate.

2. For the purpose of this Agreement, the City may elect to enter into a contract for the completion of such actions
as a part of any contract(s) and assess the cost of such actions to the Property Owner or its successors and
assigns pursuant to the formula established in the Agreement.

3. In consideration for the completion of such actions by the City, the undersigned Property Owners hereby
WAIVE the following:

A. All legal formalities of whatsoever kind or character required by the laws of Iowa to be observed by cities
in the completion of said actions where the expense of such Improvements is to be assessed against private

property; and

B. Each and every question of Jurisdiction, the intention of the Property Owners being to authorize and direct
said City to complete such actions without requiring any of the formalities or legal proceedings required of
cities by the statutes of Iowa; and
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C. Any limitation of the amount of said assessment as a percentage of valuation as provided in the Code of
Iowa; and

D. Any right to defer or postpone the payment for any such action.

4. It is further agreed that:

A. When said actions have been constructed or completed in accordance with the plans and specifications, the
City may make assessments against the properties of the undersigned Property Owners, or their successors
or assigns, for their pro-rata share of the entire cost of the construction and/or completion of said actions.

B. Said assessments shall be due immediately and witl be paid to the City ofAnkeny and shall constitute a lien
upon the properties hereinafter described. Further, each of the undersigned Property Owners hereby agree
to accept responsibility for the assessment which is thus assessed against the Owner's property.

C. Said assessments shall have the same legal force and effect as if all the legal formalities provided by law in
such cases had been fully and faithfully performed and observed.

5. The amount and proportion of the cost of the actions completed by the City to be paid shall be ascertained and
determined by the City's engineering staff and reported to the City Counci!, which shall make such changes or
alterations as they may require. When said costs are determined and approved by the City Council, they shall
constitute the assessments against the properties.

6. The Property Owners retain the right to request of the City a review of the mathematical calculations made to
ensure their accuracy.

7. Property Owners hereby authorize the City Council to pass any Resolution requisite or necessary to order and
secure said actions, to provide for the construction of the same and to make the assessments herein provided for,
without further notice to said Property Owners or any of them. Any such Resolution may contain recitals that
said actions are ordered or made by the Council without petition of Property Owners, without in any way
qualifying this Agreement or releasing the Property Owners from their obligation to pay the assessments levied
against their property for the cost of said action.

8. Each Property Owner warrants that the rea! estate described below is free and clear of all liens and
encumbrances other than for ordinary taxes, except for such Hens as are held by lienholders hereinafter listed
and designated as signers of this Agreement and Waiver. Each lienholder designated below, by execution of
this Agreement and Waiver, consent to the subordination of its lien to the lien of the assessment levied pursuant
hereto.

9. Each Property Owner further agrees that the terms of this Agreement and Waiver shall become a covenant
which runs with the land of the below'referenced property, and shall be binding upon all successors and assigns.
Furthermore, each Property Owner shall give a copy of this Agreement and Waiver to all successors and
assigns.

10. The signatories and the City agree this document will be recorded in the office of the appropriate county
recorder to ensure that any and all future purchasers of property are put on notice of the above conditions.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
The action before the Council is the adoption of a Resolution accepting a proposal from On Track Construction 
for the Gay Lea Wilson Trail Culvert Replacement project. 
 
The Gay Lea Wilson Trail Culvert Replacement project includes the replacement of an existing 42” diameter 
CMP culvert. The construction improvements also include replacing a portion of the Gay Lea Wilson Trail, 
temporary traffic control, mobilization, and miscellaneous associated work necessary to complete the project. 
 
Bid invitations were sent to sixteen (16) contractors. Five (5) bids were received for the project as follows: 
 
On Track Construction: $52,443.70                         
Absolute Concrete Construction, Inc dba Absolute Group: $52,623.20 
Reilly Construction Co. Inc.: $75,231.00 
Dave's Dozing: $81,299.96 
Vanderpool Construction, Inc.: $83,380.00 
 
The Engineer's estimated cost for the project was $56,000.00. The bids ranged from approximately 6% below to 
49% above the estimate. On Track Construction has completed similar projects for the City of Ankeny in the 
past and they have the technical experience to complete this project. The Public Works Department 
recommends awarding the Gay Lea Wilson Trail Culvert Replacement project to On Track Construction of 
Nevada, Iowa.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
The action before the City Council is the adoption of a Resolution approving and authorizing the acquisition of 
property and property interests for the Canyon Creek Park Construction project.  
 
The City is undertaking the design of the project at this time. The primary purpose of this project is to provide 
accessible recreational and open space opportunities that enhance the health, well-being, and quality of life of 
nearby residents and the greater community. 
 
A storm water permanent easement will need to be acquired for the construction of the public improvements for 
the project. These improvements are anticipated to begin construction in 2026. In order to preserve the 
construction schedule, the property acquisition process needs to begin at this time.

WHEREAS, the City Council finds it necessary and appropriate to establish official locations and 
procedures for the posting and dissemination of meeting notices and agendas; 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Ankeny, Iowa, as follows: 
 

1. The City Council hereby designates the following location as the City's official public posting 
location for notices and agendas of all City Council meetings: The Ankeny Kirkendall Public 
Library. 

2. The City Council hereby designates the City's official website as the official internet location for 
posting notices and agendas of City Council meetings: https://www.ankenyiowa.gov/ 

3. The City Clerk or other designated official shall provide notice of City Council meetings to any 
news media organization that has submitted a written request for such notice in accordance with 
Iowa Code Section 21.4. 

4. Meeting notices shall include, at a minimum:  
a. the date, time, and place of the meeting;  
b. a tentative agenda describing the matters to be discussed and acted upon. 

5. Except where otherwise permitted by law, notice shall be provided at least twenty-four (24) hours 
before the commencement of the meeting. When compliance with the twenty-four-hour notice 
requirement is impossible or impractical, notice shall be given as far in advance as reasonably 
possible, and the minutes of the meeting shall state the nature of the good cause justifying the 
shorter notice period. 

6. If an agenda is amended after its initial posting: 
a. The amended agenda shall be clearly labeled "AMENDED AGENDA";  
b. The amendments or additions shall be specifically identified;  
c. The amended agenda shall be posted at the official physical posting location and on the 

City's official website;  
d. Notice shall be provided to requesting news media in the same manner as the original 

notice. 
7. The City Clerk, or the Clerk's designee, is authorized and directed to post notices, agendas, and 

amended agendas and to maintain records demonstrating compliance with Iowa Code Chapter

RELATING TO PUBLIC MEETINGS AND RECORDS, INCLUDING PUBLIC

NOTICE REQUIREMENTS FOR MEETINGS OF A GOVERNMENTAL BODY,

PUBLIC RECORDS, EMPLOYMENT SEPARATION INFORMATION FOR

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. Section 21.4, subsection 1, paragraph a. Code

2026, is amended to read as follows:

a. Except as provided in subsection 3, a governmental body

shall give notice of the time, date, and place of each meeting,

including a reconvened meeting of the governmental body, and

the tentative agenda of the meeting, in a manner reasonably

calculated to apprise the public of that information.

1. The district court may grant an injunction restraining

the right of a person found to be a vexatious requester to

examine public records under section 22.2 from a specific

government body, or may impose reasonable limitations on the

manner, frequency, or scope of such requests. A hearing shall

be held on a request for injunction after reasonable notice, as

determined by the court, is given to the person alleged to be a

vexatious requester. The government body seeking an injunction

shall ensure compliance with the notice requirement. Such an

injunction may be issued only if the petition supported by

affidavit shows, and if the court finds, all of the following:

a. The requests, considered in totality, would clearly not

be in the public interest.

b. The requests, considered in totality, constitute a

pattern of vexatious conduct.

c. The continuation of such requests would substantially and

irreparably injure the government body's ability to perform the

government body's duties or functions.

d. Less restrictive measures under this chapter are

inadequate to provide sufficient relief.

2. In an action brought under this section, the court shall
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take into account the policy of this chapter that free and

open examination of public records is generally in the public

interest even though such requests may cause inconvenience or

embarrassment to public officials or others. A court may issue

an injunction under this section only if the government body

seeking the injunction demonstrates by clear and convincing

evidence that this section authorizes the issuance of the

injunction.

3. In determining whether conduct constitutes vexatious

conduct under this section, the court may consider any of the

following;

a. The number, frequency, timing, scope, and content of

public requests.

b. The nature of oral and written communications related to

the public requests.

c. Any prior administrative or judicial findings regarding

the conduct of the requester.

d. All other relevant circumstances.

4. For purposes of this section:

a, "^News media^ includes any person who regularly gathers,

prepares, photographs, records, writes, edits, reports, or

publishes news for monetary consideration,

b, (1) ^Vexatious conduct" means a pattern of public

records requests that satisfies one or more of the following;

(a) The requests are designed primarily to harass the

government body, its officers, or its employees.

(b) The government body shows by clear and convincing

evidence that the requests impose an unreasonable burden on the

government body and compliance would substantially interfere

with essential governmental operations.

(c) The requests are submitted in a manner or accompanied by

communication that constitute harassment of public officers or

employees as provided in section 718.4.

(2) '^Vexatious conduct" does not include solely a large

volume of requests made by a person or a representative of the

news media.

5. Upon finding by a preponderance of the evidence that the

requester has not engaged in a pattern of vexatious conduct,

a court shall order the payment of all costs and reasonable
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attorney fees, including appellate attorney fees, to the

requester by the government body in the action brought under

this section.

On behalf of Threshold Development, LLC, please find the accompanying request to vacate an
ingress-egress easement located in the northern portion of the Spectrum 36 development.

This ingress-egress easement was granted to the City in 2007 when the Otter Creek Trunk sewer
was extended under Interstate 35 and stopped at the east ROW line of the interstate. This easement

provided the City an access route from County NE 29th Street westerly along the south side of
Otter Creek to reach what was at that time, the uppermost Otter Creek trunk sewer manhole for

sewer maintenance as needed.

Since that time, the Otter Creek Trunk Sewer and NE Spectrum Drive have been extended with
permanent easements and ROW to provide access to the Otter Creek trunk sewer and subsequent

lateral sewers.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
The proposed amendments revise Chapter 31 to better align the City’s Human Rights Commission with its 
intended advisory and referral role. The ordinance clarifies that the Commission is nonjudicial in nature, 
recognizes the authority of the Iowa Office of Civil Rights, and emphasizes the use of that agency’s procedures 
and programs. The revised purpose language also removes older policy language that is broader than the current 
operational role described in the proposed chapter amendments. 
 
A key amendment is the revision to member terms from three years to two years. This change is mandatory as a 
result of Senate File 579, signed by Governor Reynolds on March 10, 2026, and effective July 1, 2026. The 
ordinance has therefore been drafted to bring Chapter 31 into compliance with state law.

In the 
event that a vacancy occurs in the membership of the commission by death, resignation or 
otherwise prior to the normal expiration of the appointee's term, the Mayor, with the approval of 
the City Council, shall appoint a person to serve out the remainder of the unexpired term. 

3. Any member or all members of the commission may be removed from office at any time by the 
Mayor with the approval of the City Council. The commission shall annually elect one of its 
members to be Chairperson. 

4. The members of the commission shall serve without salary, wages or other compensation 
provided that they may receive reimbursement for actual and necessary expenses incurred as 
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allowed by the City Council pursuant to such procedures and policies. for the reimbursement of 
expenses as shall be established by the City from time to time. 

5. The members of the commission shall meet as needed to carry out the purpose of the 
commission. The members shall establish such procedures and policies as needed for that 
purpose. 

 

SECTION 3. SECTION MODIFIED: That Section 31.04 Powers and Duties of the Code of Ordinances of 
the City of Ankeny, Iowa, is repealed and the following adopted in lieu thereof:  

 
31.04 POWERS AND DUTIES. 
 
The commission's powers and duties include: 
 

1. Receiving information, concerns, or inquiries from residents regarding human rights matters and 
referring such matters to the appropriate City official, the Iowa Office of Civil Rights, or another 
agency having jurisdiction.Studying the existence, character, causes, and extent of discrimination 
within the City because of race, creed, color, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, national 
origin, religion, ancestry or disability, and to attempt the elimination of such discrimination by 
education and understanding. 

2. Assisting the City with promoting public awareness, and education concerning human rights, and 
equal opportunity non-discrimination principles through informational activities and as approved 
by the City.Promoting good will among the various racial, religious, and ethnic groups within the 
City and to minimize or eliminate discriminatory practices. 

3. Providing intake assistance for complaints from individuals who may be victims of discriminatory 
practices and refer such complaints to the Iowa Office of Civil RightsIowa Civil Rights Commission 
for investigation and adjudication. 

4. With approval of the City Council and with the assistance of the City staff, receiving administering, 
dispensing and accounting for any City funds that may be allocated, any donations that may be 
voluntarily contributed to the commission, or any grants that may be awarded to the commission 
for furthering the purposes of this chapter. 

5. Making recommendations to the City Council for such further legislation concerning 
discrimination because of race, creed, color, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, national 
origin, religion, ancestry or disability as it may deem necessary and desirable. 

6. Preparing and transmitting to the City Manager, Mayor and City Council an annual written report 
describing activities and functions. from time to time, as deemed necessary by the commission, 
through written report or oral presentation to the City Council, describing its activities and 
functions.
